Seasonal Flu Shots

e Seasonal flu shots are free to all Nova Scotians. They are NOT recommended for babies under 6
months.

e Seasonal flu shots are strongly recommended for anyone who lives with or takes care of a child
under 24 months, and to anyone living in a home where a newborn is expected during influenza
season (October to April). This includes both adults and older children.

e Seasonal flu shots are also strongly recommended for children with a health condition that places
them at high risk and to anyone who lives with or takes care of these children.

e Children under 9 years old getting their first flu shot need 2 doses. For more information about

1  Children between 12 months and 12 years of age who have not had the vaccine or the disease (chickenpox)
are eligible for the Varicella vaccine.
2 MMR and varicella vaccines must be given either on the same day or at least 4 weeks apart.
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
